This book 

was read to my class by our year 3 teacher. I like that Roald Dahl puts a spin on the 

traditional tales we all know and love. The rhymes are catchy and each of the six stories 

are short enough to read in one sitting. Mind you, it isn’t for everyone, the twists Dahl 

adds are gruesome and many of them have surprising endings.
