Autumn A season in which the

➢ There are four seasons in the year – Spring, Summer, 

Autumn and Winter; 

➢ Autumn is a season in which the weather gets cooler and 

it gets darker earlier in the day; 

➢ During Autumn most leaves start to change colour, some 

leaves fall off trees and they eventually become bare; 

➢ In Autumn lots of trees drop their seeds so new trees 

can grow, such as conkers, sycamore seeds and pine cones; 

➢ During Autumn some animals such as hedgehogs, 

squirrels and mice begin to hibernate; 

➢ Harvest festival, Halloween, Bonfire Night and 

Remembrance Day are some of the important events 

that happen in the autumn in the United Kingdom. 

➢ Christmas is a festival celebrated by Christians on the 

25th December when they remember the birth of Jesus; 

➢ Christians celebrate Christmas by sending Christmas 

cards, giving gifts, decorating houses, going to church, 

singing carols and spending time with their family.
