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This year we have moved on to new online reading records through BoomReader.
Children will have their own QR code and PIN number where they can access their account to add new books and log when they read at home.
Parent letters can also be generated from the site with log in information on. 

For now, our homework focus for this year is reading with the expectation that children will read 5 times a week at home.  This can be a book of their choice, their book from the Bug Club scheme or a recommended read from the class library.

Here is some information on reading at Trinity and to share when reading with your child at home.
Helpful questions to ask when reading:
· Look at the front cover.  What could the book be about?
· Who is the author?
· What does this word mean?  Use the clues around the text help you.
· Who are the main characters?
· What do you think will happen next?
· How do you think this character feels?  How would you feel in that situation?
· Can you predict how the book will end?
· Who is your favourite character and why?
· Are you enjoying this book?  Why?
· What do you think this book is trying to teach us?
Book Talk
Sometimes children like to hear a book being read to them, as much as they like reading them.  Book talk is a great way to discuss what has been read in an informal way and also develop comprehension.  Here are some reading skills used in Book Talk sessions in school during whole class reading.
· Make predictions and think about what could happen in the story
· Make comparisons with other texts.  Discuss differences and similarities with other shared books.
· Discuss what questions you might have about the book and what you would want to find out.
· Discuss the meaning of words in context.  Can you work out the meaning of tricky words?
